HPI: A 96-year-old with DM II has been followed by Select Home Health that due to her insurance change she now requests change to Golden Age HH for diabetes management. Overall, she is feeling good. Her last A1c was on 12/14/22. So, she is due for one and that is ordered.
DIAGNOSES: DM II, HLD, and lower extremity edema.

MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 20 mg h.s., melatonin 3 mg h.s., torsemide 20 mg MWF, and Trulicity 4.5 mg/0.5 mL q. Friday.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: RCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant lady sitting comfortably in apartment.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 145/81, pulse 74, respirations 14, and weight 155 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has erect posture seated in her wheelchair that she propels. No lower extremity edema. She moves limbs in a normal range of motion, self-transfers.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She is able to give information. Orientation x2 to 3. She does have to reference for date and time.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. DM II. A1c ordered. Last A1c was 11.7 on 12/14/22 and no change in medication until we have newest results. She also has a sliding scale at q.i.d. schedule which is most likely not done in this setting.
2. New home health order for Golden Age to follow for DM II management.
