CC: Restless leg symptoms.
HPI: An 89-year-old who has a history of RLS and has been on Requip 0.25 mg t.i.d., which resolved the symptoms. On 02/17, Frontier Hospice who followed patient started Cymbalta 30 mg q.d. for neuropathic pain and discontinued Requip. Short time after he began to have the RLS symptoms and was unaware that the Requip had been discontinued. Talked to him today told him that we would restart Requip at the previous dose and schedule and there are times that Cymbalta may help with neuropathic pain and Requip is not needed but that is not very common. Overall, he is doing well. Comes out more for interaction during meals and activities.

DIAGNOSES: Restless leg syndrome, DM II, RA on MTX, lumbar DDD, depression, GERD with esophagitis, insomnia, and BPH.

DIET: Regular.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/22 note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated in his recliner after dinner in good spirits.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/60, pulse 70, temperature 97, respirations 18, and O2saturation 92%.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Noted him propelling himself along in wheelchair and he continues to have assist for transfer. Moves arms in a normal range of motion.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: RLS order for Requip 0.25 mg t.i.d. and hopefully medication will be here tomorrow.
