CC: Abdominal pain.
HPI: A 60-year-old with CVA late effects of right hemiplegia, dysphagia, expressive aphasia, and seizures request to be seen for a discomfort of left side of abdomen. He is currently on Bactrim x7 days this was started on 03/17 one-tablet q.12h. after I saw him on 03/15 and he had conjunctivitis with cough and congestion. He was interested in watching the television and did not seem uncomfortable with any movement. His expressive aphasia continues to be a block in communication.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/04 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well developed and well nourished male seated comfortably in his apartment watching television points to his left upper quadrant as site of pain.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 114/69, pulse 68, temperature 97.7, respirations 16, and weight 216.4 pounds.

ABDOMEN: He has bowel sounds present. No masses or tenderness to palpation. Deeper palpation to the area that he points with his finger is hurting did not elicit any pain.

HEENT: No injection of conjunctivae. No nasal congestion.

RESPIRATORY: He has a good effort and rate. There are a few scattered rhonchi bilateral but no cough.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Abdominal pain. May be that the Bactrim does not agree with him he could stop it early but today is the last day.

2. Abdominal discomfort it did not seem like a big issue when I saw him and after I did palpation and he had no discomfort it seemed to be resolved that everything was okay. If there are any other issues I will hear about it and address it next week.
