CC: Check right middle toe that has a spot with pus.
HPI: An 89-year-old with DM II wanted toe checked. When I saw her, she was seated in her recliner had soft socks on which I removed and we looked at the middle toe on her right foot. She could not tell me how long that she had noticed that there was “pus coming out of it”. She denied any pain or awareness of injury to the area. Denied that she also picked at it.

DIAGNOSES: DM II, peripheral neuropathy, gait instability, left-sided hemiparesis, post CVA, and dysphasia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/01 note.

ALLERGIES: PCN, SULFA, AMITRIPTYLINE, and HYDROCODONE.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NCS and mechanical soft.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seated comfortably in living room.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/76, pulse 74, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, and O2 saturation 96%.

NEURO: She made eye contact. Speech was clear told me what she needed and understood the questions I asked. Right foot itself looks within normal.

SKIN: Intact, warm, dry, and faint dorsalis pedis pulse. Right toe just underneath the nail small abrasion of skin it is pink but no warmth or tenderness. Pressure to the area did not release an expression of any drainage. Nail is intact.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Right foot middle toe and mild skin infection but not involving nail, area will be kept clean and covered antibiotic ointment a.m. and h.s. x3 days and then will use spray with barrier protectant.
