CC: UA followup.
HPI: An 83-year-old with a history of UTIs. She has urinary leakage and occasional stool leakage, wears briefs and was having symptoms that she thought would be an infection. UA done on 03/17 and returns positive for Klebsiella pneumoniae UTI. The patient states dysuria is gone. She has no blood in her urine. Her appetite is good. She is sleeping without any problem and normal bowel pattern.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia with recent progression, O2 dependent CHF, recurrent UTIs, HTN, depression, and anemia secondary to ABLA.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/01 note.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated up in bed. She was alert and pleasant.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 152/79, pulse 76, temperature 97.3, respirations 18, and O2 saturation 95%.

NEURO: Orientation x2. Speech today was clear. Less apraxia noted. She does have word finding difficulty.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is weightbearing to transfer. She uses her walker pushing herself backward to get around. No edema.

ABDOMEN: Soft and bowel sounds present. No tenderness to lower pelvic areas.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Klebsiella pneumoniae UTI. She is allergic to PCN and allergy and sensitivities that remain allow Cipro 500 mg b.i.d. x3 days.
