HPI: A 79-year-old with Parkinson’s disease and left femoral osteonecrosis. She is bound to a wheelchair that she can propel. At times she has difficulty with it but has had increasing pain previously when we discussed pain management she did not want to have anything scheduled. She was offered Norco said that she would take it however she wanted it only p.r.n. and for a major part of the time really did not ask for it recently has been asking for it three times daily. I talked to her about the pain and she really did not have an awareness that she was asking for but she stated she is aware that it hurts all the time. So, she is fine with changing medication to routine versus p.r.n.

DIAGNOSES: Parkinson’s disease with left femoral osteonecrosis.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Norco 10/325 mg one p.o. t.i.d. to be made routine with discontinuing of p.r.n. order.
