CC: Pain management.
HPI: A 94-year-old who ambulates with a walker just primarily in her room and is transported outside in a manual wheelchair where she has fair neck and truckle stability. The patient has an order for Ultram 50 mg t.i.d. p.r.n. but has been asking for it routinely in a b.i.d. schedule so it will be moved to a routine b.i.d. She was pleasant in room. She is hard of hearing so conversation is difficult with her. She denied any sleeping problems. She states her appetite is good etc.

DIAGNOSES: COPD with room air hypoxia, O2 at 2 liters p.r.n., severe asthma, dysphagia with modified diet, GERD, hypothyroid, HTN, and MCI.

ALLERGIES: PCN, SULFA, and LATEX.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/15 note.

DIET: Puréed and NAS with nectar thick liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female seated in recliner but cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/79, pulse 62, temperature 97.9, respirations 16, and O2 saturation 94%.

RESPIRATORY: Decreased bibasilar breath sounds with rhonchi on bilateral lung fields. No cough. Normal effort and rate.

CARDIAC: She has distant heart sounds with a regular rhythm. No MRG.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. She speaks clearly and slowly able to give information.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pain management. Ultram 50 mg b.i.d. routine and will discontinue p.r.n. order.
