HPI: A 75-year-old in residence now about three weeks behavioral issues continue and it becomes clear that there is also more mental health pathology than we were aware of on admission. The patient’s post CVA with gait instability, dysphagia, and cognitive impairment, however the behavioral issues are the biggest problem being verbally abusive, will try to hit staff if there within reach, intentionally has bowel movements while in the dining room or today family wanted her taken to the dining room so she was taken in the table she sat at all she talked about was poop hence residents requested that she be removed from their table. When I went into her room an aid was present doing a diaper change and initially the patient being abusive to her and was clear that the aids would stop and leave and not do it then the patient became quiet. Later I just listened to her talking and it is rambling nonsensical. The patient’s son who is a family practice physician in Texas, his wife is called and tried to give direction to a different staff members about what they want done for her and I told the staff as completely inappropriate they do not need to be talking to anybody giving anybody directions and the daughter who lives locally and she has been caretaker since CVA November 2022 comes around to visit.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Vascular dementia with BPSD, the behavioral issues continue along with just evidence of significant mental health issues that were not equipped to care for and I talked to other staff and it is evident that she is going to be better suited for a long-term care or some Geri Psych type facility. I will discuss this in the next week with staff.
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
