CC: Cough and congestion.

HPI: A 100-year-old female seen today for reported cough and congestion. Daughter is present in the patient’s room when she seen. She has heard some intermittent coughing and adds that her mother sleeps so much anymore that she is not awake to take medications and when they try to awaken her she is not cooperative. The patient has end-stage unspecified dementia which is clearly progressed further.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/09/23 note.

HOSPICE: Traditions.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Elderly female sleeping soundly, did not stir despite exam.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 101/51, pulse 98, temperature 98.7, respirations 17, and O2 sat 90%.
RESPIRATORY: Right anterior lung field exam, there is rhonchi also heard laterally. The left anterolateral lung field clear, did not attempt to reposition for posterior exam.

CARDIAC: An irregular rhythm. No M, R. or G. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Cough with congestion. Z-PAK to take as directed and Robitussin DM 10 mL t.i.d. x2 days the b.i.d. x2 days. We will monitor and adjust medications needed.

2. Increased sleep with inability to take scheduled medication I am discontinuing a.m. Seroquel and 8 p.m. Haldol. She still has a dose of each that would cover morning and evening and we will see how she does without them. She may be a little more awake and hopefully without any behavioral issues.
