CC: Sore throat and congestion.

HPI: A 96-year-old lying comfortably in bed but awake, asked how she felt, she just looked at me. She is very hard of hearing, but I touched around her throat area and she opened her eyes wider and nodded. She also then did toward the end of the visit start to cough and it sounded congested. The fact that she was quieter and did not really make any attempted interaction told me she did not feel well because she is generally very eager to interact an animated in her affect.
DIAGNOSES: End-stage vascular dementia, DM-II, OA, GERD, HTN, macular degeneration, loss of weightbearing and very HOH.

HOSPICE: Traditions.

MEDICATIONS: ABH gel 125/1 mg/mL, 0.5 mL t.i.d., Diflucan gel t.i.d. to affected areas, Refresh Tears t.i.d., and Roxanol 0.25 mL q.4h. p.r.n.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Pureed.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly female lying quietly.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 176/86, pulse 82, temperature 97.7, respirations 18, and weight 130 pounds.

HEENT; Mild injection bilateral conjunctivae. No drainage. Nares patent. Dry oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple. I did not palpate LAD. However, she winced as I palpated the area.

RESPIRATORY: She has rhonchi on the anterolateral lung fields bilateral.
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ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

NEURO: Orientation x1. Today, she was quiet with a bland affect and she is generally animated and starts talking right away.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cough with congestion, Z-PAK as directed and Robitussin-DM as directed.
