CC: Chewing pills and capsules.

HPI: A 74-year-old with advanced late onset Alzheimer’s disease has now started chewing medications whether there pills or capsules and does not seem to understand redirection to swallow. Staff has requested medication crush order and I am going to review to see what nonessential medications can be discontinued.
DIAGNOSES: Anxiety disorder, depression and seasonal allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/02/23 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and looking around when seen. I took her aside just to ask her how she was doing and she had very short attention span. She is unable to make needs known and does not understand questions asked or information given.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 112/71, pulse 61, temperature 96.8, and weight 127 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Remains ambulatory. No LEE. Arms move in a normal range of motion.

SKIN: Warm dry and intact. Fair turgor.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Chewing of medications whether they are pills or capsules, does not understand direction to swallow. Medications are reviewed and I am going to continue with same medication but crush order to give in pudding or applesauce.
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2. BPSD. We will hold Depakote to see if she does okay without it or if she reverts back to the aggression which was the reason for it being initiated. Daughter mentioned one staff person that she did not know why she was on it and so we will see if she can go without it.
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
