CC: Son requests the patient to be seen.

HPI: There was not anything specified. I asked staff if they had noted any changes in the patient and there was comment that it appeared that her mouth hurt. The patient has refused oral care for quite a longtime, would not opened her mouth and so they believe that it was reasonable that she may have some dental infection. Once staff member had taken a picture which they showed me of the right side of her mouth showing the lateral upper gum and there is a nodule that appears to be gum tissue that is bleeding. She has had decreased p.o. intake of food and fluid over the last few days.
DIAGNOSES: End-stage Alzheimer’s disease, DM-II, HTN and osteoporosis.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 10 mg q.d., gabapentin 100 mg b.i.d., levothyroxine 25 mcg q.d., Ativan Intensol 2 mg/mL 0.5 mL b.i.d., and metformin 500 mg b.i.d. a.c.

ALLERGIES: ARICEPT.

HOSPICES: Traditions.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Mechanical soft.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is resting comfortably, did not awaken during exam.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/85, pulse 84, temperature 97.7, respirations 15, and weight 97.8 pounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm about M, R. or G.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

HEENT: I could not awaken her to get her to open her mouth, attempts to open her mouth or pull her cheeks back met with resistance.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Oral nodule appears to be gingival tissue. I am going to treat with Bactrim suspension 20 mL p.o. b.i.d. for five days.

2. Medication review. I am discontinuing two p.r.n. instead of not been used MOM and Haldol.
