This is my 40-year-old woman face-to-face today with history of CVA, left-sided weakness, recent history of nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, and urinary tract infection. The patient has lost some weight because of decreased appetite. She is at high risk of aspiration, high risk of fall. The patient requires help with ADL. She has been on treatment from course of antibiotics and the symptoms have now resolved.
Since last visit, she is being fed now. She is becoming more and more dependent. She has lost more weight, about 5 pounds and appears weaker with protein-calorie malnutrition and muscle weakness.

She is at a high risk of fall and high risk of redeveloping CVA. The patient remains hospice appropriate, expected to live less than six months.
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
