HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Graham is a 97-year-old African American female seen today on rounds. She is hemodynamically and clinically stable. PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Alzheimer’s dementia, tibial fracture, hypertension, anxiety, hypothyroidism, and depression.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Acetaminophen, amlodipine, Aricept, aspirin, calcium, vitamin D, carvedilol, clonidine, Colace, Cozaar, ferrous sulfate, folic acid, hydralazine, Lantus, levothyroxine, linagliptin, meloxicam, mirtazapine, Namenda, tramadol, valproic acid, and Zofran.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE, PENICILLIN, TALWIN, and ANTIHISTAMINES.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As per above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 148/74, temperature 96.9, heart rate 70, respirations 18, blood sugar 128, and oxygen saturation 96% on room air. Physical examination grossly unchanged.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Alzheimer’s dementia. Continue current medications and assistance with ADLs.

2. Hypertension. Continue current medications.

3. Hypothyroidism. Continue current medications.

4. Depression. Continue current medications.

5. Right toe wound. Continue current therapy and wound care.
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
