HISTORY & PHYSICAL

PATIENT NAME: Dempsey, Benny

DATE: 03/16/2023

PLACE: Summer Place Nursing Home & Rehabilitation

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Dempsey is a 52-year-old African American male seen today on rounds. He is hemodynamically and clinically stable. The patient has severe intellectual disabilities and is noted to be confused most of the time. He was recently hospitalized for urosepsis of fall and contusion of the head along with two seizures. He is on hospice services and is here for continued care and possible long-term care. He has a significant medical history for peptic ulcers, hypertension, seizure disorder, severe intellectual disability, and intermittent explosive disorder in a PEG feeding tube. Since his admission, the patient has been doing well. There has been no endorsement of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, abdominal pain, chest pain, vision changes, hearing changes, or bleeding. There are no acute concerns from the bedside nurse at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As previously mentioned.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Exploratory lap, endoscopy, and PEG feeding tube placement.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Benztropine mesylate, buspirone, chlorpromazine, Geri-Tussin, lactulose, lorazepam, lubiprostone, morphine sulfate, omega-3, cobalamin, Seroquel, trazadone, and vitamin B12.

ALLERGIES: COREG.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives locally in a group home. He does not smoke or drink alcohol. No history of IV drug abuse. No history of STDs.

FAMILY HISTORY: Coronary artery disease, hypertension, and thyroid nodules.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As per above.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 125/72, temperature 97.7, heart rate 74, respirations 16, blood sugar 112, and oxygen saturation 97% on room air. 
HEENT: Benign. Neck: Supple. No JVD noted. Lungs: Clear to auscultation bilaterally. Chest rises even and symmetrically. Cardiovascular: Regular rate and regular rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No clicks, rubs, or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft, nontender, and nondistended. Bowel sounds present x4. Neurological: Grossly nonfocal. Dermatological: Shows no suspicious lesions.

LABS: Admission labs reviewed at this time.

IMAGING: Admission imaging reviewed at this time.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Severe intellectual disability. Continue current therapy and assistance with ADLs. Continue hospice services.

2. Seizure disorder. Continue current medications and hospice services.

3. Behavioral disorder. Continue current medications.

4. Chronic constipation. Continue current medications.
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
