History: Ms. June Smith is a 66-year-old white female who was seen today. Overall, she is doing good. She was seen today. She states she saw Dr. Moghalu, had some kind of SPECT scan or a DaTscan of the brain and that is suggestive of the patient having Parkinson’s and Dr. Moghalu called the patient and started her on levodopa/carbidopa combination three times a day. The patient states her tremors do get better or tremors are better when she uses the medicine, so what I decided was earlier I had given her propranolol, she had not even filled the propranolol, so I told her to discontinue the propranolol and restart her metoprolol ER succinate 50 mg a day. So, she is going to restart it. It seems like from the scan that she has parkinsonian tremors. Her gait is okay right now. The patient is tolerating it well. She has lot of varicose veins on her legs and I told her it may not be bad idea to check for peripheral vascular disease also. The patient understands plan of treatment. So, as of now, the patient has diagnosis of Parkinson’s disease and hypertension and Parkinson’s with mostly tremors affecting the right upper extremity. We will try to review the results of that DaTscan.
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
