History: Mr. Smith was accompanied by his sister Ms. Virginia Stutts today. Mr. Smith had a chemical stress test today and Dr. Schwartz saw him after the stress test and told him that his stress test was negative, he did good on the walking and that he wants to see him in six months. He felt that it was probably a normal myocardial perfusion scan with no reversible ischemia and left ventricular ejection fraction of 62%.

The Patient’s Diagnoses:

1. Shortness of breath improved. No ischemia on stress test.
2. Persistent atrial fibrillation I48.19. The patient to continue Eliquis.

3. Dyslipidemia E78.5 on statin therapy.

4. Alcohol abuse F10.10, no longer consuming alcohol.

5. Type II diabetes mellitus was just diagnosed on his first visit and his A1c has dropped from 9 to 7.9, which is much improvement.

Medications: At home, are:
1. Rosuvastatin 5 mg a day.

2. Metformin. I have today increased the metformin, as A1c was 7.9, to one in the morning and two at bedtime.

3. Eliquis 5 mg twice a day

4. Metoprolol ER succinate 25 mg once a day.

The patient still dips snuff and he states he cannot stop everything at one time and he will continue to do the stuff. I have advised him to get peripheral vascular disease ABI testing at the cardiologist’s office and I will see him in the office in first week of May.
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
