History: Ms. Newton was seen today. Ms. Newton has type II diabetes mellitus, but her A1c came to 9.2. She states there is a lot of stress at work and she is doing measures to reduce her stress. The other problem was she was on Trulicity and the long-term pharmacy as well as the local pharmacy where she is supposed to get her medicines was not able to procure her Trulicity and she has not had any Trulicity in two to three months’ time. I told her if they do not carry the Trulicity, we will try to change it to Ozempic and see how she does. The patient understands that. I told her that if Ozempic is not covered, then we will give her Wegovy and that Wegovy could be used for weight loss and her Blue Cross insurance does cover that. So, I have given her a prescription for Ozempic today as she is not able to procure Trulicity and we will change it to Wegovy if she is not able to procure this from the pharmacy. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. I have suggested to the patient that she get a peripheral vascular disease testing that we are doing in April and we will set it up for 04/26/2023, as she is diabetic.
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
