History: I am trying to address all the problems that are in the attestation forms plus the new ones that they do not have. Ms. Cortez has urinary incontinence, history of urinary tract infection and has had hysterectomy. She has seen gynecologist and was prescribed Premarin vaginal cream and it was felt that she may possibly have a lichen planus of her vagina that causes her to have vaginal itching. There is history of atrophic vaginitis and she was prescribed clobetasol propionate cream and the gynecologist and the urologist felt that lichen sclerosus has almost disappeared. The patient had a cystoscopy done because she was concerned about bladder cancer and was negative. The patient had an abdominal ultrasound done and that showed fatty liver. She also had a CT of the abdomen and pelvis without contrast in 2018, that showed a 1 cm left hyperdense renal cyst. No hydronephrosis. No calculi. She also has diagnoses of atrophic vaginitis, lichen sclerosus, which are almost improved, constipation and hemorrhoidal bleeding, which I have addressed today and obesity, but the patient is 85 years old, she is mobile, independent and has good family support.
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
