Thank you for this referral.

This 58-year-old female who comes for evaluation today. She is a resident of Denton State Supported Living Center.

SYMPTOMS: She does not offer any symptoms. She does not communicate. She is mostly sleeping.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability, history of intermittent explosive disorder, history of dementia, history of Down syndrome, and history of osteoporosis. She has been on several medications, which includes levothyroxine and few other medications including omeprazole.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is in a wheelchair. She is mostly sleeping. She has convergent squint

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Okay.

Neck: Lymph node none felt in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear although she snores.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: Her WBC is 12.9, hemoglobin 12.9, and platelet 351.

Her iron is low at 26, ferritin is 232, and iron saturation 9%.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Osteoporosis.

2. Down syndrome.

3. Intellectual disability.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and infuse 5 mg of Reclast in 250 mL sodium chloride over 2 hours and upon completion we will send her back.
