This is a progress report on Dakota Brandom.

This 18-year-old young man does not smoke or drinks. He is here because of an insect bite and cellulitis involving his right forearm.

SYMPTOMS: The patient was playing outside during late evening and he did not recall what bite him but he started feeling the sting on left forearm and overnight it got swollen and there was a streak of erythema going from the insect bite which was near the wrist all the way to the forearm and to the arm with significant swelling, some edema, redness, and local pain as well as itching.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has been healthy except for seasonal illnesses. He did have history of fracture of the clavicle on the left side few years ago.

He also had history of recent upper respiratory infection requiring antibiotics.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 18-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inch tall, weighing 160 pounds.

HEENT: Normocephalic.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node none in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: Swollen right forearm with lymphangitis and cellulitis going all the way to the axilla.

DIAGNOSIS: Lymphangitis and cellulitis following insect bite right forearm.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and check the blood with CBC, CMP, and lipids and we will go ahead and give him Rocephin 2 g IV in 250 mL sodium chloride over one hour. Upon completion, we will put him on oral antibiotic Zithromax 500 mg once daily and also Medrol Dosepak.
