This is a progress report on Cheyenne Brandom.

Cheyenne is 16-year-old female who comes here with history of insect bite on the leg a day ago. She also complains of severe itching and swelling.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has been healthy. She has all vaccination including two COVID vaccinations.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She uses over the cream for occasional dermatitis of unknown origin.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is 16-year-old.

HEENT: Normocephalic.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: Swelling of left calf area with a bite and surrounding erythema and significant pain and itching.

DIAGNOSIS: Most likely spider bite.

RECOMMENDATIONS: She is advised to take over the counter antihistaminic such as Benadryl and Zyrtec and also use hydrocortisone cream to apply locally if pain and swelling progresses then she will require oral antibiotic so a prescription of Zithromax was given.
