The patient is seen with history of cough, sore throat, and low-grade fever for five days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough few days ago, now better, now with sinus congestion and questionable shortness of breath occasionally.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Protonix, estradiol, and alprazolam.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Arthritis.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past Medical History: Increased stress recently with history of GERD; states father dying with multiple myeloma.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Strep screen was obtained which was read as negative.
IMPRESSION: Bronchitis with pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient was given shots of Rocephin and dexamethasone with prescription for Zithromax and Medrol Dosepak. Follow up as needed with continued care from cardiologist and to see us as needed.
