The patient is seen with complaints of having hard time breathing and swallowing because of pain in throat, fever and headache for four days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever for two days with cough, congestion, and sore throat for four days, hurts to talk.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Occasional strep and obesity.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 99. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Tonsils increased 3+. Neck: 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Strep screen and COVID screen were obtained with negative findings.

PLAN: Because of severe tonsillitis, we will treat as upper respiratory tract infection. The patient was treated with Amoxil. Advised to follow up as needed.
