The patient with history of vomiting, headache and fever for the past four days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever x4 days with vomiting x1 today. She states that she complained of sore throat Friday and Saturday, but without complaints for the past two days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Eczema.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory. She is a senior in high school in special education.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep test performed which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Pharyngitis with vomiting x1.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zofran without antibiotics with negative strep, with apparent clearing of pharyngitis and respiratory symptoms before. Follow up as needed.
