HISTORY: This is a 16-year-old child here with left eye pain. The patient is accompanied by mother. She states this has been going on since Thursday four days ago. Child states she thinks she has eyelash got into her eye and rubbed it and then started having significant pain. Mother states she brought her in today because this morning when she wake up she had green discharge that stick her eyelids together.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies smoke exposure.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports decreased vision in her left eye. She reports blurred vision in both eyes. Denies double vision.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 82/60.
Pulse 84.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

HEENT: Eyes: Erythematous conjunctiva. Green discharge. This is on the left eye. Lid and orbit: No erythema No edema. No tenderness to palpitation. No bleeding or discharge. No abrasions or lacerations. Visual Acuity: The patient counts.

PROCEDURE: Fluorescein stain and Wood’s lamp exam.
Tetracaine two drops were used for local anesthesia in the patient’s left eye.

After anesthesia, a fluorescein stain was used to dye the patient’s eye.

Using Wood’s lamp, eyes were examined. There is an increased uptake diffusely in the conjunctiva and has linear scratch on the cornea.
Erythromycin antibiotic ophthalmic ointment was placed in her eye.
The patient tolerated procedure well. Procedure was discussed with the mother prior to starting, mother gives verbal consent for me to commence and go head.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Corneal abrasion.
2. Conjunctivitis.

3. Eye pain.
The patient was discharged with TobraDex 0.3/0.1% ophthalmic drops two drops t.i.d. for 10 days, 10 mL. The patient was given strict return precautions, advised to come back to the clinic if worse, go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
