Pulse 109.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

ABDOMEN: No rebound. No guarding. He has tenderness in the suprapubic region. No mass. No visible peristalsis. No peritoneal sign or rigidity. Normal bowel sounds.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abdominal pain.
2. Elevated PSA.
