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1. JS, 13-year-old young man with a groin pain. The patient was diagnosed with lymphadenopathy in the groin area. Dr. Maedo did evaluate other sites for lymphadenopathy, none was found. She did do a CBC, CMP, and urinalysis all were okay. She called it viral in etiology and sent the patient home. I called the patient and no one answered. Consider empiric antibiotics for lymphadenopathy and then follow up with PCP in one week. 

2. SB, is a 39-year-old with chest painful and palpitations. She states this happened once when she took some kind of NoDoz to stay “awake” two weeks ago, but then this happened again most recently where she had palpitation. She had a full cardiac workup including D-dimer and chest x-ray all were negative. EKG within normal limits. She was sent home with atypical chest pain. Cardiology was not called, but then there were no pain issues. The patient states that she liked Dr. Maedo very much and has an appointment to see her PCP.
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
