Dear Dr. Moutsatson:

This is a followup for Mrs. Yun who has chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in July 2022.  She denies any hospital admission.  She comes in person but daughter help us on the phone.  Weight appetite are stable.  She has gained few pounds from 100 to 103 pounds.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination, cloudiness, or blood.  Trying to keep herself physically active.  Denies chest pain, palpitations, or dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  No oxygen.  Other review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medications list reviewed.  She noticed that she does not require any blood pressure medicine.  No exposure to antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Today, blood pressure 120/80 right-sided.  She is alert and oriented x3. No evidence of respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites. Tenderness, or masses.  No edema or neurological deficit.  No expressive aphasia.

Labs:  Chemistries from February, creatinine 1.4 stable for the last seven to eight years.  GFR 37 stage III.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal albumin, phosphorus, and calcium mildly decreased.  Normal thyroid.  Parathyroid mildly increased 122.  Anemia 10.1 with a normal white blood cell and platelets.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.

2. History of hemochromatosis clinically stable.  There has been no need for phlebotomy.  I do not have updated iron studies.

3. Anemia stable.  Prior leukopenia and white blood cell count, which presently are normal and normal differential.

4. Blood pressure normal without medications.

5. Hypothyroidism on replacement.  All issues discussed with the patient and the daughter.  Come back on the next six to nine months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
