History: Ms. Chahal came today. She states she made the appointment today because she felt some pain underneath the left breast; to note, she had atrial fibrillation and she was successfully converted to sinus rhythm, but today when she came she was in atrial fibrillation with slightly high ventricular response to 106. I did not feel any mass, but I have ordered a left breast ultrasound. An EKG showed atrial fibrillation with ventricular response of about 106 and nonspecific ST changes. The patient is having deep left breast pain. She really does not have chest pain. I discussed her medication list. The patient is on:

1. Eliquis.

2. Flecainide.

3. Losartan.
I have decided to hold off her clonidine 0.2 mg p.o. at bedtime and start her on metoprolol ER succinate 25 mg a day. Since the atrial fibrillation is recurrent, I have advised the patient to go and see Dr. Lechin or Dr. Lammoglia; whoever she sees, a copy of EKG is given and I also let her know that I have told them to show the new medicine that I prescribed if unless they want to make any changes. The patient understands plan of treatment. This was a lengthy visit.
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
