History: Ms. Person was seen today. She has bilateral knee pain and hypertension. Since her husband has passed away, the patient is leaving by herself and has a son who lives in Dallas and, on different occasions, she does travel to Dallas herself and return. She is developing severe DJD in both knees and has been told by Dr. Solcher that she does need bilateral knee replacement, not at one time, but at different times. The patient today was advised a handicap sticker. The patient asked my nurse if she could get an order for Cologuard and the patient was then explained that when you have polyps or tubular adenomas which have been biopsied, they do not recommend doing Cologuard test and that she will have to do colonoscopy every five years as the gastroenterologist has recommended. The patient had lab work done about a week ago. The St. Joseph lab had not sent the CMP and it took a while before I was able to procure the complete lab and essentially CBC, CMP, lipid, TSH, A1c all the tests were within normal limits. These results discussed with the patient. The patient will be seen in couple of months after she has had her knee replacement surgery. The patient then asked if this lab would be enough before the surgery and I told that probably not, they have a rule of doing the preop labs within one week of the surgery and that she will have to go through that again.
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
