History: Mr. Mansiya was seen today for some epigastric and periumbilical abdominal pain off and on relieved by eating. The patient had gone to CHI St. Joseph and seen by Dr. Janet Krueger and no medication was given, no further testing was done except for the lab. In the lab, they just did CBC, CMP, but did not even order a lipid. The patient then comes to see me with the same symptoms and it looks like those symptoms are of increased acidity and I have suggested the patient to take famotidine 20 mg twice a day; however, he does need to be sure that there are no gallstones. I advised the patient an abdominal ultrasound. The CHI St. Joseph prices of abdominal ultrasound in the past have been more than $500. So, I tried to see if we could get a CT of the abdomen without contrast at the Texas A1 MRI on Rock Prairie Road where the cash prices are different and the cash price for abdominal CT without contrast was only $400. This was discussed with the patient. The patient at this time tells me he wants to try the medication first before doing the x-rays. He did want the number of A1 Imaging, which was given. He is going to be seen in the office in a month.
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
