History: Ms. Atkinsson is a 72-year-old white female who was in San Antonio at the Rodeo because her son’s girlfriend was doing barrel racing and she states she was sitting on some stairs on the third step and her son with the baby was standing near the steps and her son mentioned that it was time to go and she hurled up from the third step, she tried to come down to the second and she ended up hitting her hand on the metal rod of the steps on the right side and ended up falling on her right hand. The patient states she tried to put ice over her right upper extremity, but she has difficult time handling the right elbow. Her right hand appears somewhat swollen and painful. The patient was advised to go to the pharmacy to get the tetanus toxoid injection or a DTaP booster. The patient has been taking some Advil. The patient is undergoing steroid treatment for lumbar radiculopathy. The patient was seen today. The injury was on Saturday and today being Tuesday. I sent the patient for x-rays. I sent the patient for x-ray of the right elbow, x-ray of the right hand and x-ray of the right forearm. While I am dictating around 5:30, I got the x-ray report back that shows that there is no evidence of fracture of the right elbow. X-ray of the right hand shows intraarticular distal radius fracture along the dorsal lip and radial styloid process. An x-ray of the forearm shows comminuted intraarticular fracture involving the distal radius with minimal displacement. No additional fracture is evident. Alignment is otherwise anatomic. Joint spaces are preserved with the diagnosis being intraarticular distal radius fracture. The results will be relayed to the patient and the patient will be referred to orthopedics at CHI St. Joseph.
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
