The patient is here for refill of medications. Denies problems. History of hypertension, diabetes mellitus, hyperlipidemia, and hypogonadism with erectile dysfunction. Here just for refills. Denies any medical problems at present. He actually at work gets a lot of walking. No active exercise routine.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes type II, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and erectile dysfunction.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Father died from colon CA, leukemia and advanced diabetes mellitus.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory, doing well with medications.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
The patient was given a referral to cardiologist. He wants to see Dr. Hamman in Humble; he saw his mother in the past, had a cardiac evaluation several months ago that was completely negative, to continue to see him on a yearly basis.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Diabetes type II, hypertension, history of colon CA, erectile dysfunction, and high lipid disease.

PLAN: The patient is to follow up in three months. He will be due for repeating his lab at that time; done nearly a year ago with good results and also to repeat his ultrasound to be done at that time and colonoscopy by Dr. Hamman.
