SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: It is a 9-year-old young lady, obese.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 141 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 96.9. Respirations 16. Pulse 82. Blood pressure 123/69.

HEENT: There is serous otitis media noted and red canal. Serous otitis media is worse on the right, but the red canal is on the left.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Left-sided otitis externa and serous otitis media right side.
2. Add RyClora one teaspoon twice a day, then add Cortisporin Otic suspension for the left ear four times a day.
3. Return in three days if not better.

4. Rest of the exam is completely within normal limits.
