IMPRESSION:
1. Technically poor due to lung interface.

2. LV ejection fraction is in the 65-70% range without regional wall motion abnormalities.

3. Concentric LVH at 14 mm.

4. Left atrial enlargement at 47 mm.

5. Mild mitral regurgitation.

6. Aortic sclerosis and aortic valve poorly seen thus unable to comment on number of leaflets.

7. Mild tricuspid regurgitation with TR velocity of 2.5 m/sec, RVSP 35 mmHg.

8. Small circumferential pericardial effusion anteriorly.

9. Trace pulmonary incompetence.

10. Diastolic dysfunction.

11. Pacemaker wire in the right heart.

12. No obvious ASD, VSD or PFO.
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
