Dear Dr. Moon:

This is a followup for Mr. Gadde with prior acute on chronic renal failure at the time of sepsis.  Last visit in August 2022.  No hospital visits.  Diabetes in the morning running below 120.  Metformin dose was decreased.  He denies nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  No cloudiness or blood.  No chest pain, palpitation, or increase of dyspnea.  He is tall large obese person, 71 inches tall, 226 pounds. Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Takes no blood pressure medicine, on Lipitor, metformin, for enlargement of the prostate Flomax.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 140/80.  Repeat 110/70.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  There is obesity of the abdomen.  No gross edema.  No focal deficit.  Mild decreased hearing.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries in March creatinine 1.8, which is baseline, GFR of 38 stage IIIB, normal sodium, potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Anemia 12.7. 
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB stable overtime, not symptomatic.  No progression.  Continue to monitor.
2. Prior acute kidney injury at the time of severe vomiting from esophageal stricture ATN.  At that time lisinopril was discontinued as well as HCTZ.
3. Bilateral kidney stones, bladder stones present and not symptomatic, nothing to indicate obstruction.

4. Obesity.

5. Hypertension appears to be fairly well controlled.
6. Mild hypertensive cardiomyopathy with preserved ejection fraction.  No significant valves abnormalities.

7. Diabetes, apparently sugars running in the low site.  I do not have an A1c.
All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in six months.
