CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient with complaints of cough, vomiting, diarrhea, not eating, and stomach pain since last night.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, congestion, sore throat with vomiting four to five times last night and again today, with diarrhea two to three times last night and today. The patient was seen by pediatrician last week, given Zyrtec for allergies.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Continued cough post last office visit, now with nausea and vomiting as above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Questionable bronchitis, viral syndrome with vomiting and diarrhea.

PLAN: Advised to get stool specimen and to follow up with pediatrician in two to three days if not clearing, was given Zofran 4 mg one teaspoon q.4h. p.r.n. nausea and vomiting and Rondex-DM for cough. Follow up as needed.
