The patient presents with history of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea for the past five days along with intermittent abdominal pain described as well.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea for three days, three to eight times a day, described seven times today vomiting and diarrhea. The patient has missed past two days in school. Denies history of ingestion of anything that could be upsetting his stomach or otherwise.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Diffuse 1-2+ tenderness without guarding or rigidity. Bowel sounds increased. Back: 1+ CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
Urinalysis was obtained, no abnormality reported.
IMPRESSION: Gastroenteritis. No evidence of food poisoning.

PLAN: The patient was given Zofran 4 mg IM injection as well as prescription with instructions to continue to increase fluids like liquid diet, but if diarrhea continues in the next couple of days, to obtain stool specimen for C&S and O&P, to follow up here with pediatrician and instructions to go to the emergency room if he has increasing symptoms or abdominal pain, would need to be evaluated in the emergency room with a probable CAT scan.
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
