EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows no edema.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Strep is positive.

2. Rocephin 1 g now.

3. Decadron 8 mg now.

4. Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d. with food and yogurt.

5. Vertigo. We looked at his carotid to make sure everything was okay and his carotid was fine. There was no blockage.

6. We looked at his heart because of palpitation and tachycardia, within normal limits.

7. Abdominal ultrasound was within normal limits.

8. Lots of lymphadenopathy was noted in the neck.

9. I did not see any evidence of splenomegaly consistent with mono.

10. We will draw monospot if he does not get any better per the patient’s request.

11. The copious lymph nodes that are present on both sides are related to positive strep.

ADDENDUM: I compared the ultrasounds today; compared to January, there has been no significant change as well.
