10-point system is negative.

O:
Patient is alert and awake, in no obvious distress. Vital signs as per chart.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple, no lymphadenopathy, no thyromegaly.

CARDIOVASCULAR: S1-S2 heard, no murmur.

LUNGS: Normal percussion note, vesicular breath sounds. No crackles or wheezes.

ABDOMEN: Soft, no tenderness, no organomegaly, no masses palpable.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema, positive peripheral pulses.

A:
AKI, CHF, hypertension, atrial fibrillation, and anxiety.

P:
The patient was seen and examined.  Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely.  Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  I addressed all the patient’s daughter’s concerns who is at bedside that usually patients who are long-term are not seen by the doctors everyday.  They do not get labs very frequently and they do not get weighed everyday.  Otherwise she would need to be transferred to acute facility, which she seems to understand. In the meantime we have cut down on Bumex and we will continue to monitor her closely. The patient’s daughter and family had some concerns which were addressed to the best of my knowledge and that they were made aware that she will be sent to the hospital if she gets worse or hemodynamically unstable.
