CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of uncomfortable, sometimes confused, noises in the both ears with intermittent tinnitus, anxiety disorder, and followup for depression.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his sister stating that now he has uncomfortable noises sometimes continuously for few hours and intermittent tinnitus in both the ears and the symptoms are sometimes worse in the daytime and he just holds this head stays comfort couple of minutes and sometimes it eases up. The patient was diagnosed with hyperacusis in both the ears and he has seen ENT physician in the past.
The patient complained of anxiety disorder and he feels tremulous and anxious most of the day and he has been on antianxiety medication, which helps him temporarily. The patient was supposed to be seen by psychiatrist and he has not done yet and the patient is frustrated with physicians and had a very open discussion with him and his sister that if he could not follow the instructions and need to talk to the specialist in detail and the patient stated that he is not going to be seen by psychiatrist then gave him the option to contact any other neurologist through his insurance to have an evaluation. The patient stated that he is less depressed.
The patient is not going work anymore due to this condition and is most of the time at home.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, ear discharge, sinus pain, sore throat, exposure to any serious infections or allergies, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe numbness, or skin rashes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his mother and he currently is not working. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals intact tympanic membranes without any discharge and oropharyngeal examination is within normal limits. There is no sinus tenderness.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement, bruits or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
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ABDOMEN: Soft, nontender and there is no organomegaly.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination reveals no focal deficit and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

Skin is healthy without any rashes.
PSYCHOLOGICAL: The patient exhibits anxiety and no evidence of depression.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his sister regarding the treatment plan and since the patient is not following my instructions he is asked to find another primary care physician and he could contact the local area hospital. The patient is agreeable with that and I will continue to give him the medical treatment for next 30 days. All other his questions are answered to his satisfaction.
