History: I am first going to talk about the attestation received from the UnitedHealthcare. It is difficult to give exact diagnosis because the patient is wheelchair bound and is brought by the mother, the patient does not speak anything. The patient also has trisomy 21 and apparently the patient was at a special agitation camp and she fell out of a bunk bed and had a stroke in July 2021 and the patient has been getting some physical therapy. The patient had MRI of the head done that was suggestive of a massive stroke. The patient was able to walk and all before when she did not have the stroke that was before 2021, but since the stroke she is wheelchair bound and she is getting now speech therapy. The patient was in the hospital and had developed some bedsores. One of the bedsores was not healing and the patient was seen by Dr. Mason and had some surgical debridement with complete repair of the bedsore. The patient does not have any open wound.

Physical Examination: The patient is wheelchair bound, absolutely cannot talk; this is following the stroke. She has significant right hemiparesis, not able to move right side of her body. She has just begun to be feeding herself with the left hand. She is going for physical therapy.
I have acquired the patient just recently and I had ordered some labs that are significantly abnormal showing significant abnormal kidney function with BUN of 54 and creatinine of 2 95 and GFR of only 20 suggestive of stage III to stage IV kidney failure. The patient does not have type II diabetes mellitus. Her A1c is 5.1. The patient has significant anemia with hemoglobin of 8.8, hematocrit of 27.5, MCV of 98, MCH of 31.3, MCHC of 32, and platelet count is normal to 347,000. Her TSH is normal to 3.7. In view of these labs, the patient has been referred to Cancer Center and a nephrologist. The patient’s mother states she has no idea of the abnormal labs in the past. The patient is to continue physical therapy in the meantime.
Her other diagnoses would be:

1. Cerebral infarction I63.9.

2. I69.328 which is speech and language deficit following the stroke.
3. A brain MRI has shown watershed infarcts more prominent in the left centrum semiovale and hypoperfusion or microemboli scattered white matter hyperintensities throughout both cerebellar hemispheres.
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
