HISTORY: This is a 37-year-old gentleman here with painful rash on his penis. The patient stated that this has been going on for approximately three days. He said he came in because it started as a single lesion, now it is spreading.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: DOXYCYCLINE.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies alcohol or drugs. Reports cigarette smoking.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports pain at the site of the rash.

He reports unprotected coitus.

Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. Denies chills. Denies myalgia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 133/84.

Pulse is 83.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.0.

GENITAL: Shaft of the penis has cluster of vesicles on an erythematous base discretely distributed. There is no penile discharge.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Herpes simplex virus-2.

2. Painful rash.

PLAN: The patient was offered the following tests: HIV, RPR, hepatitis A, and hepatitis B, he declined secondary to funding. He says he has no funds to have these studies done. He was advised that he can go to the Health Department and get them done if he wants.

The patient was sent home with the following medication: Valtrex 1000 mg, he will take one p.o. every 12 hours for 10 days, #20. He was educated on protection. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
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
