HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old little girl mother brings here in due to having some nausea and decreased eating. She did vomit yesterday one time as well. Does not take fluids well. Her throat is red mother states as well. She did have fever yesterday to complicate matters. However, now she is playing intermittently back to her normal self, but then she does have episodes which return back to being very fussy and not eating well and difficulty to hold things down as well.
Mother states there has been no change in her voiding habit. There is no strong odour. There is no crying upon urination.

Change in bowel habits. She does have diarrhea several times a day.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake and alert. She allows me to interact with her. Mother has to hold her through the exam to console her.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 140. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.9. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 28 pounds.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: There is bilateral tympanic membrane erythema right side is worse than left. Oropharyngeal area erythematous: Strawberry tongue noted even though the strep test was negative. Oral mucosa is moist.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
HEART: Tachycardic. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are present and within normal limits.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include strep test and flu test, they were both negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute pharyngitis, otitis media. The patient will be given Amoxil 200 mg/5 mL, 7.5 mL b.i.d. x 10 days #150 mL.
2. Nausea. Zofran 4 mg/5 mL, 2.5 mL three times a day p.r.n. nausea #30 mL.
3. She is to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest. Monitor symptoms. Return to clinic or call me if not improving.
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
