CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of sore throat and slightly reddish left eye.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has sore throat on and off for past few days and he has mild cough without any sputum production. The patient also noticed slight redness of his left eye started last night, but his vision is fine. He has no history of conjunctivitis in the family.
