Mrs. Adams is a 69-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. She was diagnosed with hypothyroidism about 17 years ago. She also has a history of a total thyroidectomy secondary to Graves’ disease and this was treated with a total thyroidectomy 14 years ago. She also has vitamin D deficiency, anxiety and a hysterectomy at the age of 40. She reports symptoms of fatigue, dry skin, some weight loss, thinning hair and some difficulty swallowing at times. She walks about three miles per day. She reports occasional night sweats and she states that she is on a keto diet.

Plan:
1. For her hypothyroidism management, the patient had a history of Graves’ disease and 17 years ago, this was diagnosed and this was treated with a total thyroidectomy that was done about 14 years ago around 2009. This is being treated with Synthroid brand name 88 mcg daily.

2. We will plan on continuing the Synthroid 88 mcg daily and recheck a thyroid function panel prior to her return including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level.

3. I will also check a thyroid stimulating immunoglobulin level and a thyroglobulin antibody level.
