Mrs. Petronila is a 51-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of her thyroid function studies. She was noted to have a low TSH. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and UTIs. She reports symptoms of palpitations and some thinning hair. She also reports heat intolerance. Her TSH was 0.03 and she was placed on methimazole 5 mg once daily. She took this for about two months and then has been off of it for about one month.

Plan:
1. For her hyperthyroidism evaluation, I will check a thyroid stimulating immunoglobulin level to check her for Graves’ disease. Her TSH is 0.03 and she was placed on methimazole 5 mg once daily and she took this for about two months then states that she has not taken it for the last month. Therefore, I would like to get baseline thyroid function studies and recheck a thyroid function panel prior to restarting her on thyroid suppressive therapy.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel.

4. I will check her TPO antibody levels in order to check for Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.
