Mr. Annis is a 54-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2016. He also has a history of hyperlipidemia. For his diabetes, he is on Trulicity 4.5 mg once weekly, metformin 1000 mg twice daily and Tresiba 40 to 45 units once daily. The patient states that he has not been able to get Trulicity at the pharmacy level. They have been out of stock. The patient denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 9%. My recommendation due to the fact that the patient has difficulty getting Trulicity 4.5 mg weekly is that we will change him to Mounjaro 2.5 mg once weekly and continue the metformin 1000 mg twice a day and Tresiba 45 units once daily. We will plan on rechecking his hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to his return in six to eight weeks.

2. For his hyperlipidemia, we will check a current lipid panel.

3. The patient checks his blood sugar sporadically and I have asked him to bring this record with him during his followup visit.
