CC: Followup on healing of left humeral fracture.
HPI: He fractured his left proximal humerus on 02/14/23. He wore sling for some time. The sling continued in use up until just recently as the edema is under control. The patient observed getting around; he both walks and then uses a wheelchair. The wheelchair I think has been comfortable for him as he can rest his left arm on his lap. He has had no falls or other acute medical events this period.
DIAGNOSES: Continued healing of left humeral fracture, Alzheimer’s disease stable, cardiomyopathy with pacemaker, HTN, CAD, and HLD.
MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d., Coreg 25 mg b.i.d., MVI q.d., Plavix q.d., irbesartan 75 mg h.s., PreserVision q.d., Zocor 20 mg h.s. and Aricept 5 mg h.s., tramadol 50 mg b.i.d., Norco 7.5 mg one p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. and Senna b.i.d.
HOSPICE: Valir.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient was alert and pleasant. He was propelling around the facility when seen to return to room and be seen.
CARDIAC: He has an irregular rhythm without MRG. PMI nondisplaced.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear without cough. Symmetric excursion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has fair neck and truncal stability, seated in the wheelchair. He propels it rapidly with his feet. He has no LEE. His left arm rests on his left leg. There is about 1+ edema at the midpoint of his forearm. He still wears his wedding ring you can see it and he can remove it if needed and overall pleasant.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Continued healing of left arm humeral fracture. He is back in the routine of daily living, has learned to do what he needs to for self and ask for help when needed and has pain medication both routine and p.r.n.
2. CBC review WNL.
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
